1. Meeting called to order

The meeting was called to order by President, Raymond Dziuk at 7:00 p.m.

2. Open Forum

No one signed in for open forum.
3. Conduct Public Hearing on 2008-09 proposed budget and proposed tax rate
There was no audience for the public hearing.

A public hearing was held on the proposed 2008-09 budget.  The budget is balanced with revenues and expenditures both being proposed at $3,245,869. for funds 199-General Operating, fund 240 – Foodservice, and fund 599 – Debt service.  The proposed tax rate is $1.04 for maintenance and operations and $.1508 for I & S.
4. Consider/approve payment of bills

Pat Jarzombek motioned to approve the payment of bills as presented.  Stephen Dziuk seconded the motion.  All in favor. 

5. Consider/approve student transfer
Ms. Bettin read a letter from Zane Rees requesting transfer of his son Nowlin Rees.  Mindy Jendrusch moved to approve the transfer of Nowlin Rees.  Alfie Kowalik seconded the motion.  All in favor.  
6. Consider/approve 2007-08 budget amendments
No budget amendments were needed.
7. Consider/approve 2008-2009 proposed expenditure target resolution
Ms. Bettin reviewed FCISD’s target expenditures and target resolution.  Jerry Jendrusch motioned to adopt the resolution as presented by Ms. Bettin.  Stephen Dziuk seconded the motion.  All in favor.
8. Consider/approve 2008-2009 budget
Ms. Bettin reviewed the proposed budget.  Stephen Dziuk motioned to adopt a balanced budget of $3,245,869.  Pat Jarzombek seconded the motion.  All in favor.

9. Consider/approve setting the 2008-09 tax rate

I, Mindy Jendrusch move that property taxes be increased by the adoption of a tax rate of $1.1908.  $1.04 for maintenance and operations and $0.1508 for interest and sinking.  The tax rate will raise taxes for maintenance and operations on a $100,000 home by approximately $17.18.  Alfie Kowalik seconded the motion.  All in favor.  
10. Deliberation/discussion concerning the Superintendent’s duties and responsibilities concerning Public Information Act request

Ms. Bettin reviewed the public information request.
