1. Meeting called to order

The meeting was called to order by President, Raymond Dziuk at 7:03 p.m.

2. Open Forum
No one spoke during open forum.
3. Consider/approve minutes from previous meeting
Jerry Jendrusch motioned to approve the minutes from the previous meeting.  Pat Jarzombek seconded the motion.  All in favor.
4. Consider/approve payment of bills

5. Update on current/proposed projects
The field house renovations have been completed.  The band hall air conditioning has also been completed. 7. Consider/approve student transfer

8. Review 2008 accountability ratings

9.  Consider/approve cooperative agreement to offer ancillary group health benefit options to employees

Ms. Bettin presented an agreement from the Texas Independent Trail Cooperative group to provide the option for employees to get ancillary group health benefits.  Yoakum is the fiscal agent for the co-op and Goliad is the district chairman for the co-op.  There is no fee for the district to join, just an opportunity for employees to purchase group insurance at a more reasonable cost.  A motion was made by Mindy Jendrusch to approve joining the Texas Independent Trail Cooperative.  Alfie Kowalik seconded the motion.  All in favor.  

10. Review 2008-2009 proposed budget
Ms. Bettin presented revised budget information which showed a balanced budget.  All members were given a copy of the proposed budget.

11. Consider/approve a date to hold a public meeting to discuss the school district’s budget that will determine the tax rate that will be adopted

12.   Consider/approve proposed tax rate for the 2008-2009 school year

The proposed maintenance and operation tax rate is $1.04 and the I & S proposed rate is .1508 for a total combined rate of $1.1908 per $100.00 of value.  This is the same tax rate as last year.  A motion was made by Jerry Jendrusch to approve the proposed tax rate of $1.1908 per $100 of value for the 2008-2009 school year.  Pat Jarzombek seconded the motion.  All in favor.

Ms. Bettin gave board members the requirements for board member continuing education hours.  She stated that Betty Perna, custodian, has submitted her resignation.
